Prisoners Plug the Skills Gap
Finding specialist skilled cleaners has never been an easy task but an initiative conceived by In Depth Sales and Marketing Director, Lloyd Ansermoz, has prompted organisations such as Tesco and British Gas to follow suit.

Lloyd, who also chairs the Asset Skills Cleaning Board - a government group established to ensure there are enough skilled workers in the cleaning industry, has resorted to going to prison to look for and train up the urgently needed workforce required to fill a shortage in the supply of cleaners.
This innovative step attracted the attention of Channel 4 News who took their cameras and reporters along to see Lloyd in action as he explained the opportunities available to the inmates of a Birmingham jail. Prisoners are presented with the opportunity to train in the highly specialised art of bio-hazard cleaning while serving their sentence. The result being that serial offenders have the chance to break the cycle and increase their prospects on the other side. 
It is critical that the correct training is received. Mix chemicals in the wrong quantities and you could potentially have an explosive or volatile liquid. It could also result in a compound that encourages the growth of harmful bacteria. 
“It costs approximately £1800 to train an individual but it is a worthwhile investment in the industry and individual alike as both will benefit. Prisons offer an excellent resource and it makes perfect sense to teach a trade to someone who is willing and eager to learn but who may have previously been overlooked.” explains Lloyd. “Ex-offenders now have the chance to look forward to being placed in an environment of encouragement and reward.”
